This half term the Year 1 topic will be...
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In Science we will learn to name and label the parts of the human body. We will learn to work scientifically by making observations and drawings and will take part in some investigations. We will be outside wherever possible. We will also visit Forest Schools and learn about our senses.





In English we will practise our phonics daily. We will take part in both fine motor and gross motor activities to help us with our learning. We will begin to learn how to form our letters using a cursive formation. Our main text this half term will be Toys in Space by Mini Grey. We will also read a range of other books to support our learning about toys. We will write labels, lists and captions to go with our pictures. We will use drama to help us with our English learning.











“Me and My Toys”
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In Maths we will start by revisiting numbers to 10 before moving onto numbers to 20. We will order and compare numbers and look at place value. We will practise sorting objects according to their characteristics and will also be learning about 2D shapes. We will be practising our number formation so that we can solve problems independently and record our answers.








In Art we will be painting pictures and portraits. We will be looking at some examples of paintings by Paul Klee and imitating his style in our pictures.








In ICT we will use Chrome Books to do different activities to support our learning.





In Music we will learn about volume and keeping a steady rhythm. We will learn a range of action rhythms and songs.








In History we will be looking at simple timelines an comparing toys from the past to toys today.


Later in the term we will look at drawing simple plans and maps.





In PE we will be taking part in multi skills sessions on a Thursday and Football sessions with Mr Senior on a Friday. 





In PSHE we will follow our Heartsmart programme with the help of Boris the Robot. Our theme for this half term is ‘Being Heartsmart’.
