Policy for ‘Say NO to bullying’

This policy aims to explain what we think bullying means at Broadmayne First School and what we can do about it if it does happen. This policy was first written by the School Council in Nov 2011. It was agreed by all the children and staff. It will be reviewed each year.
We want everyone in school to be safe and to not get hurt. We believe everyone has Rights and Responsibilities to learn, be safe and healthy and care for others. 

Bullying
Bullying can happen in lots of different ways like:
· Hitting, fighting, punching, kicking

· Poking, prodding and throwing things at others

· Shouting, name calling, teasing and picking on people
· Blaming people and telling lies about people to get them into trouble

· Forcing other people to do things for you or things they don’t want to do

· Deliberately (on purpose) not letting others join in – making sure everyone leaves them out

Bullying means when these things happen all the time and are done on purpose to hurt others. Bullying may happen in secret.
People who are being bullied might feel:
· Useless, powerless, feeble

· Humiliated

· Left out, alone

· Unhappy

· Scared

· Like no-one cares or wants to be their friend

· Angry

If we see bullying

· Try to tell them to stop it (if it is safe to)

· Speak to a playtime pal

· Tell an adult

· DO NOT try to make it worse

· DO NOT stand and watch or laugh

If we are being bullied

· Try to find a friend or an adult to tell

We think that bullying should be dealt with seriously and straight away. All staff who need to know will be told if/when bullying has happened. Parents may be phoned if behaviour does not improve.
It may be a good idea to use circle times and ‘circle of friends’ at playtimes to support children involved in bullying.
In extreme cases children will be removed from playtimes.
