                         Charging and Remissions Policy

Introduction
Broadmayne First School strives to provide a vibrant curriculum rich in opportunities to extend all children’s learning. All National Curriculum tuition during school hours is free and books, stationery and other teaching resources are provided. In accordance with the Education Act 1996 there are occasions where the school reserves the right to charge or ask for voluntary contributions.

Voluntary contributions

When organising school trips or visits which enrich the curriculum and educational

experience of the children, the school invites parents to make a voluntary contribution to the cost of the trip. If we do not receive sufficient voluntary contributions, we may have to cancel a trip. If a trip goes ahead, it may include children whose parents have not paid any contribution and  these children will not be treated differently from any others. Sometimes the school pays additional costs in order to support the visit and the PTFA will sometimes make donations towards educational visits. This also applies to visiting specialists such as theatre companies.
Residential visits

If the school organises a residential visit in school time or mainly school time, which is

to provide education directly related to the National Curriculum, we do not make any

charge for the education element. However, we do make a charge to cover the costs of board

and lodging and travel. 
Music tuition

All children study music as part of the normal school curriculum. We do not charge for

this. There is a charge for individual or group music tuition if this is not part of the National

Curriculum. The peripatetic music teachers teach individual or small group lessons and a charge is made for these lessons. We give parents information about additional music

tuition at the start of each academic year.

Swimming

The school organises swimming lessons for all children in the school’s own outdoor pool during the Summer term.A donation is requested towards the maintenance and heating of the pool,

Clubs, Food Technology and Craft

The school may make a charge to cover the cost of materials or ingredients used in

Food Technology or Craft lessons and some extra- curricular clubs. Clubs run by outside agencies will charge for sessions. 
Exemptions

Families eligible for certain state benefits such as Income Support, Job Seekers’ Allowance, Child Tax Credit, are exempt from contributions although some families may choose to contribute. 

Damage or loss

The school may make a charge for the cost of damage to or loss of school property,

where this is the result of a pupil’s negligence or misbehaviour.
