The Curriculum
We endeavour to provide a curriculum which will engage and enthuse learners of all ages. High expectations for all pupils and a commitment to meeting the needs of every individual are shared by all staff.  The knowledge and skills of the 2014 National Curriculum are taught through a combination of discrete subject –specific  teaching and cross-curricular themes, thus ensuring that pupils have opportunities to develop and apply their skills across the curriculum. The creative arts continue to have a high profile in the school, as well as physical education. Personal and social skills are also valued as essential components for successful learning.

Informing parents

Teachers invite parents to a curriculum workshop at the start of each school year to describe the main areas covered and give advice for supporting children with home learning. Letters and curriculum overviews are sent out to all parents each term. Parent consultations are held each term and a written report is sent to parents once a year. These strive to inform parents as to their child’s progress and attainment in relation to age expectations. 

The school also organises information evenings each term on specific curriculum areas, for example reading, writing, maths and early years.

Reading

Synthetic Phonics is the principal method used for teaching the decoding skills required for reading, but emphasis is also placed on the wide range of other skills needed to become a fluent reader.

Phonics is taught daily in Reception and Yrs 1-2, whilst in Yr 3 and Yr 4 a programme of phonics, spelling and grammar is timetabled at least 3 times weekly. The schemes used are: Letters and Sounds, supplemented where appropriate by Direct Phonics, Fast Phonics First and Jolly Phonics and resources devised by our own creative staff.
Guided Reading small group teaching sessions take place at least once weekly and more often in KS1. Children also have opportunities to read in whole class and individual contexts on a daily basis. 
The school utilises a range of reading interventions for those children who require additional support. These include Catch Up, Acceleread/Write, PASS, ELS, Fischer Family Trust Wave 3.
