Despite the hiccup of the snow, the children continue to ‘fly high' this week. It is always such a
joy to walk through the classrooms and see the children so engaged in their learning. Year 4
showed off their musician skills by explaining what a graphic score is and demonstrating some
body percussion. Year 3 showed off their World War T museum, where the children confidently
told me what they have learnt. Year 2 have been explaining how we can save the planet in
preparation for their report writing, whilst Year 1 have been explaining that we can have an =
sign at the start of a number sentence.
